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The HiSoMA laboratory is specialized in the study and editing of

ancient sources, approached through the sciences of Antiquity that are
archaeology, history, literature, linguistics, philology, patristics, epigraphy,
numismatics, over a very long period, from the Old Kingdom in Egypt to
Late Antiquity or, for some programs, to the Early Middle Ages. Its field

of competence extends over a geographical area that corresponds to the
civilizations of the ancient Mediterranean, from Gaul to Egypt and the
Near East, to the Indian subcontinent.

A long experience in archaeology: its researchers lead missions and

are involved in field activities. The surveys and excavations conducted
each year by about fifteen teams active in Italy, Greece, Cyprus, Egypt,
Lebanon, Jordan, Turkey and Croatia provide various primary data
(remains, artifacts and eco-facts) that make it possible to write the history
of these regions.
